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We would like to invite you to attend a one-day workshop on engineering ethics and accreditation, organised by The Royal Academy of Engineering and the Engineering Council UK.  The aim of the workshop is to allow all those involved in the accreditation process – academic staff, institution staff and accreditors themselves – to discuss the best methods for assessing the ethics dimension of engineering programmes.
